   Puppy Hill Farm Animal Rescue 

was started in 1999 as a no-kill, 

non-profit animal rescue organi-

zation.  We distinguish ourselves 

from most of the other rescues 

nationwide by our wide open 

spaces.  Approximately 2.5 acres 

of our 40 acre farm are fenced 

and available for the animals to 

run, play, sun, or shade them-

selves.  

   We became an approved 

Petsmart Charities partner in 

2000, and placed 105 animals 

into new homes that first year.  

For 2007, we will find homes for 

approximately 700 animals! For 

information on how we have 

grown over the years, please see 

Figure 1 on the next page.

Dear Alfie,  

     First, how old are you?  If youõre a 

youngster your bladder can only be held 

for about an hour for each month of 

your life.  So, by the time youõre a year 

old, you ought to be able to wait to 

potty for 8 -9 hours provided the people 

donõt feed you before they leave for 

the morning without giving you time to 

do your pottying.  

   If youõre over a year old and still canõt 

go more than a few hours you may have

of reach, and make sure your guests 

know that your animals are not allowed 

people food. 

   Pretty plants can poison your pet.  

Poinsettias, mistletoe, holly, and Christ-

mas rose are just a few of the toxic 

plants we often see over the holi-

days.  If you choose to keep any of 

these plants in your home make 

sure theyõre out of reach for all 

your pets. 

   Other dangerous items in-

clude tinsel, ornaments and hooks, 

electric cords, ribbons, non-paper 

wrapping, and spray-on snow.  

Keep an eye on your pet around 

these items and donõt let them 

chew on them, even for a minute.  Also, 

forgo the photo op and avoid tying rib-

bons and bows around your petñthey 

can get tangled and stuck and cause inju-

ries and discomfort. 

   Take care of your party animal.  

If youõre planning to throw a holi-

day soiree, make sure your pet is 

safe and secure.  Ideally youõll be 

able to allow your pet to mingle 

with your guests, but make sure 

everyone knows the rules about 

food and freedom.  Watch the 

doors opening and closing, and 

pay some attention to your little 

furballñeven if theyõre having a 

ball, they still need to know 

youõre there.
